Festival of African’s cinemas from Besançon
19e Festival’s regulation – 9 to 17 November 2019
Article I : The nineteenth festival “Lumières d’Afrique” from Besancon will be take place starting from 9 November to 17 November 2019. 

Film meetings will be organise to Victor Hugo Lumiere’s movie theatre and to the Petit Kursaal room. They are all located in Besancon. 
Article II : “Lumières d’Afrique” aims to promote film’s creations from “Big Africa”
Article II : APACA (Association for the Promotion of African Arts and African Culture) is currently the organiser of the festival. It has been created on 26 February 1996 (publication in “Journal Officiel” on 17 april 1996). It is an non-profit association, law 1901 and his SIRET’s number is: 478 005 929.
Article III : All film’s format are accepted:

Short-film, medium-length film and feature film. Fiction, documentary, animation. 
Feature lengths and short films: The Director must be able to prove his nationality is from the African continent. Short films of fiction must last between 5 and 30 minutes. 
Documentaries : All directors from all countries are able to compete. Topics must be treated of African continent’s actuality, transverse issues, History, arts, ethnography, etc.
Non-French-speaking film must be subtitle in French. 
Competition is open to film realised since 2017.
Article IV :  The registration form must be signed by the director or the productor. It has to be returned by email or regular mail to our agents and prior to July 31, 2019.
It must be accompanied by a DVD of the film (or a visioning link), a synopsis (100 words maximum) and some elements of information and communication (press kit, filmography, a poster and some film’s visuals).
Article V : Every candidats will be aware of the final decision by writing before September 1st, 2019. Upon receipt of this information, the right holders of films get involved to do not retire their film from the programme. 
Article VI : The winner will be selected from a final short-list and will be rewarded by an award:
· Fiction feature Film’s Competition: “Choice of Besancon’s People Award” + “Jury Prize Students” + Signis prize
· Short Film’s Competition: “Diaspora African from Besancon Prize”

· Long length documentaries Competition: “Eden Prize for documentary” + “People’s Choice Award”

· Short length documentaries Competition: “International Jury Prize” + “People’s Choice Award”

Awards have not fixed prices

At the conclusion of the event, some free from right photographs and deeper documentations will be asked for the award-winning films.
The producers and distributors of the rewarded film will be asked to mention the 

award given to the movie in any advertising document about the film. In case of film’s distribution the award must appear in the credits, on the poster and the press books.
The selected DVD copies will be kept in the festival’s archives and will be made available in cultural and non-commercial diffusion, unless otherwise requested by the filmmaker. 
This copies will be returned by sending a written request of the productor or the director. He have to indicated the exact address of the establishment. 
The Festival “Lumières d’Afrique” will stay responsible of photographies. Right olders must accept the reproduction of film’s photographies. It will use for a diffusion on festival’s communication medium, on press reports and on the official web site.
Article VII : If the movie is selected in the final short-list, an professional projection format must be sent to the organisers of the festival before the October 10th, 2019. Without it the the screening of the film can not take place. 

The selected films will be lent freely during the Festival (until the November 30th, 2019), unless otherwise requested by the filmmaker. 
Filmmaker will pay the costs for the film transportation outward. The return will be in charge of the Festival. 
Article VIII : Organizers only can accept perfect copies of the film (DCP, Blu-ray, etc.). In each boxes of each copies, it must be appeared the title of the movie, the name, the address and the phone number of the sender. The technical characteristics and the duration must be appeared too.
Article IX : The selected films could be broadcast two times. 
Article X : Organizers of the Festival will be in charge of insurance costs during the Festival and in situ. In case of loss of or damage, the responsibility of the organizers is only engaged for the replacement of the copies. 
Insurance fees for all transit operations of the copy will be the sole responsibility of the film owner.
Article XI : Organizers of the Festival could invite two or three directors outsiders to accompanied the screening of the film. If so the travel until France (only France) and the travelling expenses to the guest will be in charge of the Festival (on basis of a round-trip ticket in second class, a night at the hotel and a meal). 
The guest will participate to a meeting with the public at the end of the screening of the film. Eventually it could have a debate with other film professional about subject more precise. 
Every directors or outsiders can come an present his film but it will bear the costs
Any other request will be considered carefully. 

The Festival wish a little introductory video and the presentation of the director for every film selected (maximum 2 minutes). It will be diffuse before the official seance
Article XII : The organising committee of the Festival “Lumières d’Afrique” has the exclusive authority. Only him can settle any case which is not taken into account in the regulations. 

Article XIII : By signing the registration form, the applicant agrees that he/she has read, understood and accepts all the rules.
Enrolment forms can be sent by email. They can be valid when the original will be received at the headquarters of the Festival. 
The signed formed engage the filmmaker.
In the case of any inconsistency, the text in the French language shall prevail.
